Saturday, November 5 - $16 M, $18 NM

Kris Delmhorst was born in Brooklyn in 1970 and has been
awide-ranging and restless consumer and producer of
music ever since. Over the course of a dozen years touring
the USA and Europe, she has released six full-length
albums as well as assorted side projects and collaborations,
and built areputation as an artist willing to take chances and
explore new ground. Her Signature Sounds releases include
2008's largely self-recorded Shotgun Singer ("awork of lo-
fi beauty, and evidence of an artist taking flight" - Boston
Herald, "Beautifully flaunts [a] minimalist artistic
approach...among the best tunes Delmhorst has ever
recorded...they get better each time you revisit them" - No
Depression), and 2006's Strange Conversation, a collection
of songs inspired by the work of famous poets ("a
remarkable album...as seamless and brave as it is brilliantly
creative -Irish Times, "moody, euphoric, and transcendent” -
LA Times). Nothing in the music of Kris Delmhorst
immediately suggests a deep affinity with proto-punk new-
wave masters The Cars, and yet a dozen years into a career
at the nexus of folk, indie-pop, and Americana, Delmhorst
has taken a brief vacation from her own literate songwriting
to record Cars (2011), acollection of songs by the band that
defined an era. Kris Delmhorst offers up an exuberant and
moving dream of the summer of 1984 painted in new
colors; roll down the window and turn it up!

JAN LUBY isknown for her engaging, often riveting
stage-presence, and her voice is full of passion, range and
power. Shedoesit al from bluesto folk to cabaret. The
readers of Rhode Island's Motif Magazine agreed; they
chose Jan as Female Vocalist of 2011! Jan's songs are
evocative, lyrical and infectious personal stories. Her
approach to songwriting ranges from socially relevant to
irreverent, heartbreaking to humorous. Her new album,
Nobody's Girl, will be released in Oct but you can hear her
first at the SSFMC.

ART TEBBETTS has been playing Americana & folk
music on the South Coast for many years-the last 17, full-
time. Called "New Bedford's Troubadour" by the folks at
Summerfest where he's hosted & played multiple times, Art
also keeps hisrock & roll "cred" alive gigging with the
Pearly Baker Acoustic Trio. Art'slovefor music is deep &
wide. For 7 yrs he's hosted the weekly Open Mic at Cafe
Arpeggio providing a stage for performers to sharpen their
chops. Thisis Art'sfirst appearance at the Beal House this
millennium — though he's been here twice before that!

CONCERT —THE KENNEDYS

Saturday, Dec. 3 - $18 M, $20 NM

Pete and Maura Kennedy met at the Continental Club in
Austin Texas. Within afew weeks, they went on their first
date at Buddy Holly's grave in Lubbock, TX, and within a
year, they were touring together, as part of Nanci Griffith's
band, and as the opening act on Nanci's two month tour of
the British Isles. In a dusty little dressing room on the top
floor of Dublin's Olympia theatre, they penned the songs
that would becometheir first CD, "River of Fallen Stars'.
The CD was awarded the "Indie" award in 1995 for "Best
Adult Contemporary CD" by the National Association of
Independent Record Distributors. Ten CDs and several side-
projects later (The Strangelings, The Stringbusters, and their
solo projects), they enjoy loyal followings in both the guitar
camp and the singer-songwriter set. Ultimatdy it's their
tight harmonies, their chemistry, and their unashamedly
idealistic outlook that has carved them their own nichein
the studio and on stage.
