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CONCERT — AMY BLACK BAND

For singer/songwriter Amy Black, storytelling — and true
Southern tradition —isin her blood, arriving with an
undeniabl e sense of history, an irrepressible passion for
performing, and awhol e lot of authentic soul. “I believe
that we get one chance in life.” Amy says. “Every day, with
everything we do and every decision we make, we ve got to
make it count. Part of making it count is facing up to the
truth. That’s what the charactersin my songs are trying to
do —tdl thetruth.” Amy’s sound isarich mix of folk,
blues, classic country and gritty soul with distinctive and
powerful vocals augmented by the band' s guitar, fiddle,
mandolin, dobro, upright bass, accordion, and a touch of
harmoni ca — along with tasteful accents of electric guitar.
But it's her gift for conjuring flesh and blood characters and
emotions that leaves an indelible mark. “Real American
Roots music is born from adversity,” she says with alaugh.
“Loving, lying, drinking, dying and going to heaven — not
necessarily in that order. Sounds kind of sad, but that level
of honesty can berefreshing.”

Ward Hayden and Company of Girls Guns and Glory
(GGQG) is pure-hard, funky Honky-Tonk combining early
Rock ‘n" Roll, C&W, Rhythm & Blues-Roots music that
kicks! Built on the classic country mantra of "3 chords and
the truth” even Hayden’s most gut-wrenching songs have a
triumphant flair- this man can’t stay down for long. Ward
can pull out Old-Timey & Bluegrass just as cleanly as he
sings Hank Williams or Jimmie Rodgers covers. Asa
songwriter, Hayden knows he's not alone in experiencing
thetrials and glories that come with living; when he takes
the stage he pours out these experiences with raw honesty
and emotion. Hayden |eads the band on Vocals and
Acoustic Guitar. Alsointhe GGG lineup is Chris Hersch
on Electric and Paul Zaz Dilley on Upright & Electric Bass.
With the demands of a heavy-touring lifestyle, GGG cut its
teeth on the road and their resulting chemistry is dectric.

Vance Gilbert burst onto the singer/songwriter scenein the
early 90's when the buzz started spreading in the folk clubs
of Boston about an ex-multicultural arts teacher and jazz
singer who was knocking 'em dead at open mikes. The word
spread of this Philadel phia-area born and raised performer
to New York; Shawn Colvin invited Vance Gilbert to bea
special guest on her Fat City tour. Gilbert took audiences
across the country by storm. Ten accomplished albums
later, including his most recent “ Old White Men”, Vance
continues to refine his unlikely union of humor, virtuosity
and the unexpected. Whether with classic, original
songwriting or age ess interpretations of covers, hisisa
presentation steeped in deep humanism and bravery,
stunning artistry and soul, and contagious, unbridled joy-
inarguably the blue ribbons that tie and seal the seemingly
impossible package that is Vance Gilbert.
