CONCERT – SWEETBACK SISTERS 
Saturday, Apri 7 - $20 M, $22 NM 
The rollicking country swing of the Sweetback Sisters is as 
infectious as it is heartbreaking. Their charismatic charm 
harkens back to the golden era of both the silver screen 
cowgirl and the ersatz cowboy stars of local UHF TV kiddie 
shows. That whimsical exterior is wrapped around a core of 
deeply felt love for traditional country music styles and a 
palpable joy in playing and singing together. The 
Sweetback Sisters will make their SSFMC debut in a rare 
acoustic duo performance, described as “quite beautiful and 
intimate”. Much of the spark that ignites the Sweetback 
Sisters flame comes from Bode and Millers distinct (and 
distinctly different) upbringings. “I’m very new to 
traditional country music”, Bode observes. “But where I do 
not have the familiarity with those traditions that Emily 
does, our varying approaches are what make the pairing 
unique. She brings the roots, and I bring the retro”. In April 
2007, the Sweetback Sisters earned a spot on A Prairie 
Home Companion’s "People in Their Twenties" talent 
contest. Bode reflects, “… there’s always been something 
old-school about the Sweetback Sisters. Although we’ve 
definitely taken some modern liberties with the fashion and 
sounds, we all have a bona-fide respect for that era and style 
of American music.” “There’s something fundamental 

about country music that keeps people listening, Miller 
concludes. It doesn’t try to get into complicated emotional 
territory – it’s mostly about pretty basic things that people 
think about every day: loving your mother, hating that guy 
who cheated on you, eating fried chicken. No one ever gets 
tired of that, do they?” 

COFFEEHOUSE – Friday April 20, $7M, $8NM 
 “Guys and Dahl” are Chip Canty, George Cronin and 
Cecilia Dahl - three musicians from Massachusetts who 
share a love for performing folk music. The group first 
appeared together in late summer 2010 and have been 
writing, arranging and performing folk music together ever 
since. All three are accomplished singers, instrumentalists 
and songwriters and perform a variety of cover songs as 
well as originals. Their music often features beautiful three 
part harmonies.  "Guys and Dahl" have performed in a 
variety of venues in the Boston area as well as the North 
and South Shore including a variety of coffee houses, pubs 
as well as the Joe Davies Folk Festival in fall 2011. The 
group participated in the Lizard Lounge (Cambridge, MA) 
weekly Open Mic competition for original songs in 
December 2010 where they took first place for the week.  
Their first CD is on the way.   www.GuysAndDahl.com  
DC Large has been a performing musician and music 
educator in NY, FL, & MA for over thirty years. During 
that time he’s instructed more than one thousand students, 
performed and written methods for virtually every style of 
Guitar. He’ll be playing & singing originals compositions & 
ragtime favorites. DC has studios in Norwell & Mattapoiset.
