Ellis Paul is one of the leading voices in American songwriting
and one of the top songwritersto emerge out of the fertile Boston
folk scene. He helped create a movement that revitalized the
national acoustic circuit with an urban, literate, folk rock style that
helped renew interest in the genre in the 90's. His skyrocketing
career is till the stuff of legend in Boston folk circles, how
quickly he climbed from opening act for the likes of Shawn
Colvin and John Gorkato national headliner and recording star.
His 13 Boston Music Awards are second only to Aerosmith. His
charismatic, personally authentic performance style has
influenced a generation of artists away from the artifice of pop,
and closer towards the realness of folk. Though he remains among
the most pop-friendly of today's singer-songwriters - his songs
regularly appear in hit movie and TV soundtracks - he has bridged
the gulf between the modern folk sound and the populist traditions
of Woody Guthrie and Pete Seeger more successfully than
perhaps any of his songwriting peers. "I feel like I'm more a part
of acommunity now than just a songwriter singing about my own
struggles and the struggles of the friends | see around me," Paul
says of his career today. "Maybe that's the difference between
being a singer-songwriter and being afolk musician, that
transition into more of a community sense of writing." 1t would
be easy - perhaps even advisable - to become complacent after
succeeding so remarkably at al the things he set out to do. But
there is arestlessnessin Paul these days, a vibrant, glowing spirit
of artistic adventure. Successto him is not a prize to clutch and
protect, but an open door to awider journey.

aquitar, trying to figure out some song they heard on the radio
that seems like it would be fun to play. When they have an
opportunity to perform for areal live audience they put together a
batch of their latest favorites. So their concerts are a hodgepodge
of pop, rock, folk and country songs from the sixties to now.
Somehow it al comestogether. They have appeared around the
South Shore at a variety of town fairs, art festivals, open mikes,
telethons and coffeehouses.

Sue Anderson and Frank Albani play amix of original tunes
and covers from contemporary folk to classic rock with blues and
even jazz influences. Sometimes they play traditional style and
other times they lean toward a more progressive sound, utilizing
their instruments and voices to interpret the songs and deliver
them in their own unique way. Frank plays both acoustic and
electric guitar and Sue plays acoustic guitar and piano.
Sometimes Sue’s the lead, sometimes Frank, “just depends on the
song and how we feel it personally and collectively, but also how
we can best express that feeling to the audience.”

The trio sings both a cappella and accompanied
by guitar and hammered dulcimer, drawing material from
contemporary and traditional music of the British Isles and North
America, with aliberal sprinkling of sea music and occasional
foraysinto other cultures as well. The threesome released their
third recording, Heartwalk, in 2008. They are currently
celebrating their 30th year of making music together! Cindy
Kallet is asongwriter, singer and guitarist with five solo albums
to her credit. Cindy'slove for the natural beauty of the New
England coast has been the inspiration for many of her songs.
Ellen Epstein has enjoyed playing guitar and singing with adults
and children for more than 40 years. She has lent her harmonies to
numerous recording projects, including al of Cindy's solo albums,
and to many singing groups, including the Boston-based folk
chorus Northern Harmony.

Michael Cicone has been singing and dancing in the Boston area
since 1979. He has performed with the Christmas Revelsin
Cambridge and New Hampshire, and was a member of both the
travelling folk festival Green Mountain Crossing, and
instrumental trio Filigree Deep.
